Introduction:
In all higher education institutions in the state, the study, teaching and assessment methods of students
with special needs (disabled) must be different. A committee was formed at the government level to determine the policy regarding
providing need-based accommodation to students with special needs (divang) in educational
assessment. Controllers of Examinations of all non-agricultural universities and expert representatives of various
organizations related to the disabled were present in the said committee meeting. In the said meeting,
there was a detailed discussion about the difficulties faced by the disabled students in higher
education and the facilities provided and required by them in the examination system and accordingly the
necessary suggestions and feedback were sought. Considering the feedback and suggestions received, it was
under the consideration of the Government to issue a decision to provide facilities to the differently abled
students pursuing higher education/university education. Accordingly, the government is taking a decision
as mentioned below. ¥ !
