Terms and Conditions-

1. No other transaction should be made in the separate Zero Balance Subsidiary Account with State Bank of India
for funds of Rusa.

2. Central Govt. An order dated March 23, 2021 has introduced a revised procedure for disbursing
funds to states for Central Government sponsored schemes and monitoring the utilization of disbursed
funds. According to this new process, the disbursed funds are deposited in the Single Nodal Account (SNA)
and drawing limit will be given to the universities/colleges on the PFMS portal.

3. Ministry of Education, New Delhi letter no. F.No.1 (13) PFMS/FCD/2020, dt. According to the order dated
16.03.2022, payment of Tax/Statutory to be deducted in PFMS Portal should be made through Holding Account.

4. Procedure for procurement of materials and equipment under the National Higher Education Mission Scheme Financial Rights Rulebook
dt. Provisions of April 17, 2015 as well as the Government of the Department of Industry, Energy and Labor. To be done as per the
provisions of the Government Decision dated 01 December, 2016 and also dt. As per Government Decision dated August

24,2017, it should be done through GEM Portal.

5. If the tools, materials and equipment are not available on GEM Portal of the Government, the said tools, materials and equipment will be
sent to General Administration Department, Ministries. Pursuant to the government decision dated May p7, 2021, procurement process should
be carried out by adopting e-tender system.

6. According to the guidelines of the National Higher Education Mission 1.0 and 2.0, expenditure on new construction,
renavation, purchase of equipment and soft components should not exceed the prescribed amount of funds.

7. Itis mandatory to affix the logo of National Higher Education Mission (RUSA) Yojana along with

"Courtesy of RUSA" in visible form on the purchase, new construction or. renovation.




8. Colleges should ensure that funds disbursed under RUSA 2.0 are fully spent within the prescribed period.

The information about the expenditure of the funds distributed to the colleges and the works should be filled in the Fund

Status Report on Monday of every week and also the utilization certificate (in the form of Form 128) should
be submitted to this Directorate with the detailed expenditure information by the 5th of every month.

9. The work undertaken under National Higher Education Mission (RUSA) will be monitored by the Project Monitoring
Committee mentioned below. .

10. Internal Audit of funds received under the National Higher Education Mission Scheme should be done by
CAG approved Empaneled Chartered Accountant and a copy of the report should be sent to the State Project
Directorate. Also, a cash book should be kept separately for that.

11. The colleges/institutions have the right to checkall the documents related to RUSA scheme, Audit, Accountant
General, Maharashtra-1 or Maharashtra-2 Nagpur, as the case may be, authorities authorized for the said
work, and it is mandatory to make all the documents available to them for inspection if they demand it.

12. Colleges should submit all documents, audit reports etc. related to Rusa Yojana. Authorized by this Directorate
It is mandatory to make the officials available for inspection.

13. The payment amount to be paid by the colleges to the supplier/contractor through PFMS to their bank account.
Class should be done. Do not transact in cash.

14. According to this order, Zero Balance Subsidiary Account of the college has been made available through Drawing
Limit.

15. Colleges should carry out new construction/renovation work as per Energy Conservation Building Code.
2017, Bureau of Energy Efficiency, Ministry of Power, Government of India guidelines.

16. The college should make the facilities, books, equipment purchased under RUSA
available to the nearby colleges.

17. Colleges should install the purchased equipment as soon as possible and make it open for student

use.



18. Colleges should ensure that purchases are made as per the supply order and that the goods received are in !
order and payment should be made to the concerned supplier after deducting TDS and GST at the '
appropriate rate.

19. Colleges should publish the tender in the website and newspapers while purchasing.

20. Colleges should record the purchased equipment in the heavy inventory book (Serial Number wise)

and record it on the equipment.

21. Expenditure incurred outside the detailed project report will not be allowable.

22. Colleges should inform the teachers and students about the works and activities done under RUSA Fund.

23. The college will remain responsible for the maintenance of the facilities created as well as the
equipment purchased.

24. It will be mandatory to spend the said funds strictly following the Government Orders / Circulars / Rules issued by the
Government from time to time. If it is found that the government orders / circulars / rules are not followed,

they themselves will be responsible for the action taken against the college.
